Minor Hotels to Debut Anantara Zanti Coorg Resort, Bringing Experiential Luxury to India’s Coffee Capital 
Global group strengthens India portfolio with a luxury hill station resort focused on eco-tourism and cultural immersion
Bangkok, 8 April 2026 – Minor Hotels, a leading global hotel owner and operator with more than 640 properties across 63 countries, announces the signing of Anantara Zanti Coorg Resort, the first Anantara-branded resort in India. Scheduled to open in 2028, the resort will bring Anantara’s signature blend of immersive experiences and refined hospitality to one of the country’s most celebrated natural landscapes.
Set within a forested enclave near Madikeri in Coorg, Karnataka, the development is surrounded by rolling hills and heritage coffee estates, offering immersive bean‑to‑cup journeys amidst the UNESCO‑recognised Western Ghats. Known as India’s ‘coffee capital,’ Coorg is famed for its cool climate, rich biodiversity and Kodava culture defined by warrior heritage, distinctive dress and agrarian customs deeply tied to the land.
Nearby, guests can explore Abbey Waterfall and trek around Galibeedu Chapanda Lake or experience the thrill of wildlife safaris in Kabini and Nagarahole National Park, one of India’s most important tiger reserves. The destination is connected to India’s major urban centres via Mysore Airport, located 137 km away, and Kempegowda International Airport in Bengaluru, approximately 300 km from the resort.
Acclaimed Sri Lankan architect Channa Daswatte, the foremost protégé of the pioneer of tropical modernism Geoffrey Bawa, will design the 69-key resort. Alongside guestrooms and villas, the property will feature two dining venues, a swimming pool with pool bar, lobby lounge and library, dedicated Anantara Spa and wellness centre, fitness studio, versatile meeting and event spaces, and a children’s club.
William Heinecke, Founder and Chairman of Minor International, the parent company of Minor Hotels, commented, “Coorg’s natural beauty exemplifies India’s potential for experiential luxury and is ideal for the Anantara brand. The upcoming Anantara Zanti Coorg Resort will showcase our vision of creating distinctive stays that honour local culture, immersing guests in the destination’s vibrant nature and tradition.”
Minor Hotels will manage the resort owned by Zanti Hospitality Pvt Ltd., partnering to establish a landmark property that reflects Coorg’s heritage while delivering world‑class hospitality.
Bimal Desai, Chairman of Zanti Hospitality commented, “Our partnership with Minor Hotels brings a renowned brand to one of India’s most captivating destinations. Through this greenfield development, we aim to deliver authentic experiences that immerse guests in Coorg’s rich culture and pristine landscapes, setting a new benchmark for luxury hospitality in the region.”
Anantara Zanti Coorg Resort is amongst the latest additions to Minor Hotels’ portfolio in India as the company accelerates its expansion. In 2025, Minor Hotels launched its first Anantara-branded property in India, Anantara Jewel Bagh Jaipur Hotel, and signed its first Avani-branded property, Avani+ Sunray Beach Visakhapatnam Resort, which is expected to open in 2028. The hospitality group also announced the first signing of urban Anantara-branded hotel in Kolkata, which is slated to open in 2032 within the city’s World Trade Center complex. Minor Hotels’ long-term strategy is to develop 50 properties nationwide over the next decade, with a focus on its luxury and premium segment hotel brands.
