Upon arrival, guests are welcomed into a dramatic entrance hall, dominated by an elegant wooden staircase 

that runs vertically through the building, giving the entire structure its distinctive character. This architectural 

feature draws the eye upward through all four floors of the hotel, culminating in the top level, which offers 

sweeping views of ancient Roman ruins, the Turin skyline, and – in the distance – the majestic peaks of the 

Alps.

A signature creation is her Monviso 

Cake, inspired by the 2018 edition of Cake Star on Real Time. Made with hazelnuts, the dessert is a tribute to 

the “King of Stone,” Mount Monviso – the symbolic peak of Piedmont at 3,841 metres and the source of the 

River Po.
